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Rules on Accommodation Utilization

(FOR FIRE PREVENTION PURPOSE)

(1) Do not use an iron or any burner for heating and or cooking in the room
lobby or hall.

(2) Do not smoke in bed or other places where causes of fire are apt to occur.

(3) Be careful not to do anything apt to become causes of fire.

(FOR SECURITY PURPOSE)
(4) When leaving the room, make sure the door in closed firmly.
When going out from the hotel, put your room key into the front desk
key-drop.

(6) Be sure to turn the door-lock and set the safety-gurde after entering the
room or going to bed.
(7) Visitors are not to enter the hotel rooms.
Entertain your visitors in the lobby.
(8) Be careful hot water.

(SETTLEMENT OF ACCOUNTS)
(9) You may be requested for a deposit at the time of check-in.
(10) Settle your account each time a bill of statement is delivered to you.

(HANDLING OF VALUABLES AND CHECKED ITEMS)
(11) The management in not liable for any loss of valuables belonging to
guests unless deposited boxes which are available at the front desk.
(12) Items left behind or lost will be handled according or the law.
(13) Items checked or left behind will be kept only for the period as follows:
Items left at the front desk 7 days

(REFRAIN FROM THE FOLLOWINGS)

(14) To carry the following into the room, lobby or the hall.

(a) Animals, birds, etc. (except: guide dogs, hearing dogs, etc.)

(b) Things unclean or with loathsome smell.

(c) Items of great quantity.

(d) Explosive items such as powder, gasoline, etc.

(e) Illegally owned gun and swords.

(15) To gamble or behave in a demoralizing manner in this hotel.

(16) To give annoyance to the others by making a guest noise or disgusting

behaviors and turn the television or radio volume high etc.

(17) To use the furnitures and fixtures in the room, lobby or the hall for the
purpose other than the original object.

(18) To fix other items to the room or the furnitures, or work up to alter those

existing situations.
(19) To display items at the window that may spoil the outside view of the
hotel.

(20) To use the room or the lobby as business offices, etc., contrary to lodging
purpose.

(21) To deliver advertising material or sale goods to the other guests in this
hotel.

(22) To bring visitors into the room and let them use the furnitures and
fixtures.

(23) To leave your property in the hall or the lobby.

(24) To order meals of drinks which must be delivered from outside of the
hotel.
